PC Tom Claque will be leaving once a post becomes available. The West Fife Village Division took possession of a new Community Vehicle on 20/11/04, which is sponsored by Scottish Power Longannet. The Blue Light Disco is cuurently being organised within the West Fife division. The Festive Season road safety campaign starts this Monday and an Anti Vandalism campaign.

Bear Scotland have completed their survey of the A985 and the average speed through the village is 42-45 mph, they will consider addition measure to slow traffic more visible signs or vehicle activated warnings.

5.b West Fife Villages Planning Group – recently attended a award ceremony in the SECC, they received £400 and trophy for the groups various initiatives like the anti graffiti campaign. Their application to Sky was not totally successful, but the have secured £5000, the application was for a £75000 30-40 seater coach, they now have £10000 towards this project. They are planning a road show for all West Fife Villages and Crombie will be included.
